Vision

The vision of the CTMS Drama Club is to enhance literary and technical skills through an after school program that supports cooperative learning, talent development and individual growth.  We intend to provide students with experiences that challenge them to consider relevant issues from various perspectives that would ultimately promote tolerance and understanding in a constantly changing global society.  We will plan and produce productions that will entertain, educate and inspire those within our school as well as the community at large.
Mission Statement

The Champion Theme Middle School Drama Club is an after school program targeted for students in grades 6-8 to explore and gain a creative opportunity to practice oral reading, expression, proper fluency, and cooperation in a collaborative group setting.  The Drama Club is a collection of students who share a passion for acting and performing arts, and an organization that promotes and presents the Arts in various forms.  The club promotes learning through activities, field trips and productions and provides opportunities for artistic growth within the organization itself as well as the greater school community.   The Drama Club welcomes every student in a safe, creative and accepting environment.  Membership is open to all students.  Participation in the productions as a performing actor on stage or on camera is by audition only. For supervision purposes, membership may be limited/restricted.  Criteria will be determined on an as-needed basis.
General Club Info/Offerings

The Drama Club is the perfect place to meet friends and have fun while using and developing your talents.  Every type of person is needed from the most organized to the most artistic, from the singer or actor to the person running the show behind the scenes.  We provide on-stage and off-stage opportunities for CTMS students to express themselves. We encourage and welcome all skill levels into our dedicated and energetic community of performers, techies, musicians and art connoisseurs alike.
Students learn to use imagination, creativity, concentration, and focus to create strong, believable characters, whether in front of a camera or on stage.  
Students will participate in a variety of activities including but not limited to: scene study, monologues, on-camera acting, resume writing, improvisation activities, stagecraft, scene writing, character development, visualization, make-up, lighting, directing, promotion, etc.
Membership Requirements
Students are expected to make a commitment for the full school year.  Interested students must submit an application and must maintain a 3.0 GPA to continue active participation in the Drama Club.  Students must provide a copy of progress reports as well as provide data regarding academic progress as requested by the sponsor.

Students must pay $150 in dues for the Drama Club.  Dues will cover expenses that are incurred for our production as well as planned field trips, events, a t-shirt, some meals, and other learning experiences.  Students are also expected to participate in additional fundraisers to help support the Drama Club’s annual budget.

Students are expected to maintain good attendance to weekly rehearsals as well as actively participate during rehearsal.  Students are expected to follow the rehearsal guidelines/contract.  Students are expected to maintain a Drama Club notebook.  
Meeting information  

Students will meet weekly on Mondays, generally from 4-5:30pm.  We will meet in the cafeteria and often move to another location.  We will meet in A213 until otherwise noted.  Students are expected to attend weekly meetings, regularly.  Absences should be communicated in advance.  Rehearsals may increase as we near production dates.  Those cast will receive additional information at the appropriate time.

Supervision/Parent Pick-up 

The Drama Club sponsor(s) will remain with their members after their meetings until the student is picked up.  Parents must pick students up within 15 minutes at the end of an activity.  After a child has been picked up late a second time, the sponsor has the authority to remove that member from the program.  It is not the responsibility of the sponsor or school to provide extended after care.  Champion Theme Middle School offers an After School program.  Students that are not picked up within 15 minutes, will be turned over to care under the supervision of the CTMS AFDEC program.  At which time, parents must pay $15 upon picking up their child.
Parental Involvement

Parents are a critical component to the success of the Drama Club.  Parents are expected and encouraged to be active members of the club by volunteering to serve on a committee to assist with the club needs, mainly the production and fundraising efforts.  There are various needs including but not limited to publicity, hospitality, costuming/wardrobe, set design/location, administrative, fundraising, etc.  Parent volunteer hours will be provided for approved tasks.
