· Stay focused on what is happening in your scene; DO NOT make eye contact with the audience
· Use the space on stage and keep your body/face open to the audience; don’t turn your back
· Project your voice so that all in the audience can hear you

· After you present

· Hold your final moment

· Turn and address the audience with, “Thank You.”

· Take a bow

· Quietly return to your seat
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
